When you receive this newsletter, we will be into another lockdown – life has changed again. There is a new President Elect in America, there have been a couple of fatal terrorist attacks both in France and Austria, and of course the virus has once again been spreading at an alarming rate – people have claimed their invulnerability to the disease – gone their own way, and the result, where rules are broken, there are consequences – another lockdown.

Food for Thought
“No pit is so deep, that He is not deeper still”
(Corrie Ten Boon)
Have you ever watched the film, ‘The Hiding Place’, which tells the true story about Corrie Ten Boom. Corrie and her family lived in the Netherlands during the German Occupation. Bravely they hid Jewish people from persecution by the Nazis despite the threat to their own lives.

Sadly they were betrayed and the whole family were sent to prison then, those who survived, went to a concentration camp. Corrie and her sister Betsey ended up in a women's labour camp at Ravensbrück. The camp conditions were awful, the women were starved, experimented on and worked to the point of death. However even in this hopeless place, Corrie and her sister kept their faith, they held worship services after the hard days at work by using a Bible that they had managed to smuggle in. Betsey died in the camp but left her sister with the message. “No pit so deep, that He is not deeper still” Corrie survived her ordeal and was released after a clerical error, 15 days after her sister's death.

Betsey’s message to her sister was a real inspiration. To be able to still have faith after the horror they were subjected to, gives us hope and understanding of the world around us at the moment. We may feel despondent, angry or upset that we cannot do the things we love, worship the way we would like to or in many cases see those we love. But throughout it, God is there, walking our path with us. His love is deeper than suffering, and he holds us close until we can stand together once more.
