For some, as the caption says above, ‘I’m not an Alcoholic, I’m not a Junkie, I’m homeless and hungry, please help me if you can’. 
All too often, some people are quick to point the finger at people in such circumstances and have their own opinionated opinions, but as the caption says, ‘Never look down on anyone, unless you’re helping them up’. Always remember, that whatever your opinion is, you may be but a step away from homelessness yourself.
