‘Traditions of Easter’s Past,
Let’s make new ones for the future’
Dear
We are fast approaching Easter – have you given much thought as to what it means to you as a person?

What memories are yours when you were a child (I know that for some it was a long way back???), but once again dig into that memory box, you will be surprised what’s been put in there. I will try to bring some memories to the surface, and you may well identify with some of them!!!

Easter is usually around spring / summer, so there were new summer clothes, for myself a new summer dress and sandals, and of course at this time of the year the clocks would spring forward (don’t forget to put your clocks forward on the night of Saturday/Sunday 27th/28th March) , and we knew that summer was on the way.

For those who worshipped at the Catholic Church it was always Confirmation Sunday and for some of you, it may well have been the time when you were confirmed. 

What about other traditions, egg rolling competitions or hunt the egg. What about fish in parsley sauce on Good Friday – we still love this traditional meal on Good Friday – or how about hot cross buns – which at one time, you could only get at Easter time – but now you can buy them all year round (I must confess, we like them either toasted or with butter and cheese – and as a nipper, Richard recalls his mother toasting the buns on the end of a fork in front of the fire).

Of course shops were always closed on Good Friday (and on the continent in Germany that’s still a tradition). How life and things have changed. Of course, Bank Holiday Monday is now included in the Bank Holiday week-end – a four day break in all – and for many people, maybe the first weekend of the year away, and Easter traditionally is when life re-opens at the seaside after the closure of winter time. 
I expect that you may have many more memories which you may have made with your families. People used to attend Church at Easter time, again how life has changed. Listening to the First Minister of Wales, he wants to re-open up trade and holiday places for Easter.

Easter, what does it mean to you? It will of course mean different things for different people. Not all cultures celebrate Easter. You have the generation gaps as well. Thinking has changed and priorities have changed for some.

We as a family may have changed our traditions, but our priorities are the same for Easter – we celebrate the death and Resurrection of Jesus. Maybe, this Easter you may like to take time to think on these things. For those who are interested, I want to leave you with a map and some words on the Way of the Cross. Something we experienced when we visited Israel.

The Way of the Cross
[image: image2.jpg]e tradition of following Jesus on his journey to the cross is a very old one. The
route now followed by pilgrims, and indeed the marking of it by fourteen
‘Stations’, is more recent, dating only from the 13th . Still, that is long enough to
encourage pilgrims to join hands with the millions of Christians of all races and
denominations who have come here over the years to meditate on the Passion of
Christ.

Many Protestants will be unfamiliar with this devotion. Coming to it with fresh
minds, they may hopefully find fresh significance in this ancient practice. If they
have reservations about the five stations (3, 4, 6, 7, 9) not based on biblical evi-
dence, this need not deter them from drawing inspiration from a pattern of prayer
which Christians of other traditions have long found helpful.

The traditional route passes through lanes which are noisy and at times thick
with visitors, intent on shopping, sightseeing and refreshment. This ought not to
make pilgrims resentful. Jesus' own way of the cross passed through a similar
scene, and people were no doubt offering to sell him postcards too. God can be
found in the midst of this hubbub, not only in the cloisters,

An official Way of the Cross is conducted every Friday at 15:00. Groups who
wish to do their own thing may find the following texts and Pprayers useful.
Suggestions have been added for those who feel the occasion calls for song. The
selection of hymns below offers further possibilities.

1. JESUS IS CONDEMNED TO DEATH

We adore thee, O Christ, and we praise thee.
Because by thy holy cross thou hast redeemed the world,

MARK 15: 1-15:
As soon as it was morning the chief priests, with the elders and the scribes, and the whole coun-
cil held a consultation; and they bound Jesus and led him away and delivered him to Pilate.
And Pilate asked him, Are you the King of the Jews? And he answered him, ‘You have said so."...
Now at the feast he used to release for them one prisoner for whom they had asked. And

Jews? And they cried out again, ‘Crucify him.” And Pilate said to them, “Why, what evil has he
done? But they shouted out all the more, ‘Crucify him.’ So Pilate, wishing to satisfy the crowd,
released for them Barabbas; and having scourged Jesus, he delivered him to
be crucified.

2. Jesus receives His Cross.

3. Jesus falls for the first time.

4. Jesus meets His mother.

5. Simon of Cyrene helps Jesus to carry His Cross.

6. A woman (Veronica) wipes the face of Jesus.

7. Jesus falls the second times.

8. Jesus speaks to the women of Jerusalem.

9. Jesus falls the third time.

10. Jesus is stripped of His garments.

11. Jesus is nailed to the Cross.

12. Jesus dies on the Cross

13. Jesus is taken down from the Cross.

14. Jesus is laid in the Sepulchre.

Christ has died, Christ is risen. Christ will come again.
