(/1) That to make such an engagement with the :Most High 
God carnes with it the greatest responsibility as to 
the future: that when two persons make an agreement 
with each other as to certain duties which the) mutmtlly 
promise to perform, each will naturally expect the other 
to fulfil all his engagementJ ; tha t whilst they will 
naturally expect that God will fulfil all the engagements 
He has made to them in His promises, they must 
remember that H e will also expect them to perform the 
solemn vows they may make t o Him on that occasion. 

(c) The F. 0. ma.y then say a litt le on the obligations of 
those present to serve God on the lines of the life, 
sufferings o.nd death of tha Lord Jesus. 

(d) He should then urge all to remember how undeserving 
they are of the honour of being t aken into actual part­
nership with Jehovah anJ made fellow-labourers with 
the Lord Jesus in the great work of s:wing sinners, but 
sl10ulcl urge all present lo cry to God for strength to keep 
the vows they m:d<e, so that they sball not promise and 
then not pcrform- :n other words to keep them from 
lying to tile Lord. 

(e) He shonlL1 then urge them to believe that God the Holy 
Ghost moves them to t h is sacrifice. 

(j) He should then ask for their most solemu attention while 
he reads over the covenant upon which it is proposed 
t hey should enter. This should be gone through slowly, 
so that all persons may take it in and understand it .

The F. 0 . may therefore use such laug unge as is g iy,•n him by 
the L ord on the occasion, only he mutit be careful to employ 
the same words the Eccond time readiug that he does the first 
tim!'.

8. After sing ing, and while t he people nrc slill lmeelin!J, t he nopeat. 
F. 0 . may ask t hem to repeat after him, with eyes close<1 and 
sometimes with uplifted hands, the CO\·enant, sentence by sen­
tence. 

0. He should not only read it slowl.\•, but obsen e that the 
people have time to catch h is meaning-, and if they fail to do 
so in any particular sentence, he should go OYer it again. 

10. The Covenant may be made standing· instead of lmeeling, 
or it may be read over with t he peeple on their lmees, auJ then 
t hose who are willmg to C!lter upon it may be asked to r ise to 
their feet, saying after the F. 0. :-

" We will, by God's help, stand to this Covenant. 
Amen." 

11. The Uovenant completed, the F . 0 . should pray or call on conclusion. 
someone to do so, calling God to witness what has been done. 
Then, all sitting down, some experiences may 1Je giyen; prayer 
offered: sinru!rti may be invited to t he vcnitcnt-form, or t he 
service nra_v be concluded by singing some such t riumphant

:MARRIAGll. 

1. Marriag£s in G rent Britain, 118 the law now atauds-outsid& 
the Church of England- arc only legal when certain words an~ 
said in the hearing and presence of Lho Registrar, either in his 
own otllce or in 11 place of worship ciuly licensed for the per­
formance of marriages. Our own lianacks mny be licensed. 

2. F or a Salmtion Army mnrriage a licensed building may 
lJe borrowed, in which case it is always the best to go tlirough 
this legal form of words in the presence of the Registrar, in the 
vestry, before the regular ::>ah ·ation wedding commences, so that 
the book c~n be sil)ncd and everything made clear for the regulat· 
service to be cnmed on ut uny lenf!'lh of time thought desir­
able. 'i'bis lognl ceremony need never occupy many minute~. 
and if arranged for a little time before the hour the marria,.e 
is announced to.connnence, need not compel any waiting on tte 
part of the andtence. 

3. If the ceremony is performed in the Barracks or in nn~· 
building which is not licensed, the parties should privnteJ,,· 
meet at the Registrar's Ollice at eight o'clock, or as soon aftet· 
ns possible, and go throug h the legal ceremony t hera, leaving­
the whole forenoon for the proper ::inlvat ion service. 

4. The Articles of l\Inrriuge on page uVu should always bl' 
rend by the OIHccr who intends to perform the ceremony, or by 
some one deputed by him, to the parties beforehand, and they 
should be made to understand t hat they cunnot hnvc a , 'nl mtiml 
Army marringe without agreeing to them. 

lllarchins- ln. G. The arrangement s for coming to the appointed plac~ 
must be made in each cuse by the Captain, so ns to produce tht• 
best effect on tho town. A charge for admission to resen ed 
scats cnn almost alwnys be mane, but should never be so 
nrranged as to shut our Soldiers out of the best place8.

6. The Officers present, the Bride and Bridcgroom, together 
with their friends, followed by the Hand, may enter in pro­
cession, if thought desiralJle, and tnko their lllaces in due ordet· 
on tho platform. . 

7. Where this is not done, the Cnptnin and Corps should l;c­
in their places on tho platform when the Bride and Bridegroom 
enter, and the latter sl:iould then take their posit ions, the Bride 
to the left and the Bridegroom to the right of the Captain.
