After arriving in the UK as a child, Matthew faced 
severe bullying, violence and the loss of his 
mother. Grief and instability led to homelessness. 

In 2020, he found safety and support at The 
Salvation Army’s Malachi Place Lifehouse in  
Ilford. There, he rebuilt his confidence, returned 
to education and is now preparing to graduate 
from university!
